The Disability Data Portal was developed by Leonard Cheshire in collaboration with DFID UK to be a hub for disaggregated data relating to persons with disability. It hosts some of the globally available data on persons with disabilities from 40 countries. The portal focuses on four thematic areas: inclusive education, stigma and discrimination, technology and innovation, and economic empowerment. It is designed to highlight where data relating to these thematic areas is available and where there are gaps in knowledge. The Portal was launched at the Global Disability Summit held on the 24th July 2018 and is available to view here.
Since this time further opportunities have been identified to enhance the existing platform and ensure continued use of this valuable resource. Leonard Cheshire (LC) seeks expression of interest from consultants or organisations to further develop the existing Disability Data Portal to deliver the key aims and objectives for the proposed work which include:

1. To incorporate a newly developed monitoring tool, enabling Disabled Person’s Organisations to monitor compliance of national legislation and policies with the UN Convention on the Rights of Person’s with Disabilities, on to the Portal.
2. To redesign the Portal around the framework of the Sustainable Development Goals.
3. To incorporate qualitative data, including video content, relating to youth with disabilities.
