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Terms of Reference

Consultancy to further develop Leonard Cheshire’s Disability Data Portal.
Context:  The Disability Data Portal was developed by Leonard Cheshire in collaboration with DFID UK to be a hub for disaggregated data relating to persons with disability. It hosts some of the globally available data on persons with disabilities from 40 countries. The portal focuses on four thematic areas: inclusive education, stigma and discrimination, technology and innovation, and economic empowerment. It is designed to highlight where data relating to these thematic areas is available and where there are gaps in knowledge. The portal was launched at the Global Disability Summit held on the 24th July 2018 and is available to view here.
Purpose:  Leonard Cheshire (LC) seeks expression of interest from consultants or organisations to further develop the existing Disability Data Portal to deliver newly identified opportunities to redesign and expand the scope of the Portal. This will include a full redesign of the Portal to link to the framework of the Sustainable Development Goals as well as expanding and strengthening the data currently collated on the site. It will also pilot a monitoring tool to be used by Disabled People’s Organisations (DPOs) to monitor the compliance of national laws and policies with the UN Convention of the Rights of Person with Disabilities (UNCRPD).
Deliverables: 

1. Redesign of the Portal 
The Portal will be redesigned to link more explicitly with the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). Users will be able to search for quantitative and qualitative data according to the relevant SDG. 
2. Incorporate a newly developed monitoring tool enabling Disabled People’s Organisations (DPOs) to monitor compliance of national legislation and policies with the UN Convention on the Rights of Person’s with Disabilities (UNCRPD).

The tool will enable users to monitor existing policy, legislation and social protection relating to persons with disabilities. The tool will be open only to specific users during the pilot phase and should enable the tracking of user inputs. The evidence uploaded by users will be validated before being made publicly available on the Data Portal as a citizen-generated data source. 
3.   Addition of Qualitative data relating to youth with disabilities will be added to the Disability Data Portal:
      Qualitative data gathered by Youth Citizen Reporters from Zambia, Kenya, Sierra Leone, and the Philippines will be incorporated into the Data Portal.
All aspects of the updated platform must adhere to the following:
· Comply with WCAG guidelines to be fully accessible for all persons with disabilities.
· Build on the existing Disability Data Portal platform.
· Have the ability to operate in low and high bandwidth environments.  
Timeline:  We would like to appoint a consultant with programme of work starting by 21st October 2019. 

Financing 
The consultant / company will be expected to itemise a financial proposal for further development of the disability data portal. All costs are to be quoted in GBP and include any tax obligations of either party. 
Competencies of company / consultant:
· Significant demonstrable knowledge, skills and experience in undertaking similar ICT and databases.

· Experience in building sites that comply with WCAG guidelines to be fully accessible for all persons with disabilities.

· Experience in building sites that can operate in low and high bandwidth environments.
